Each year, the Department of Defense conducts an annual housing survey to gauge the satisfaction of
residents with their on-base housing. We are excited to share that the survey will begin on March 2 ,
2026. This is a great opportunity for you to share your thoughts about what you love about housing, as
well as what you would like to see improved.
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The results of this survey are reviewed by Hunt Military Communities, local 10 ABW leadership, and
AFCEC leadership for us to find ways to make housing better. The feedback we receive from these
surveys has helped drive approximately $3 million in reinvestment projects in 2025 and another $3
million in projects in 2026. These are improvements such as:

Adding Fences
Roof Replacements
Utility Infrastructure work to reduce pressure spikes in 
the water system
Landscaping improvements
Flooring Upgrade Replacements
Appliance Upgrades
Sewer lateral replacements 
Sewer clean-outs 

…and much more. Your voice has a huge role in what we prioritize and how-which is why it is so critical
that we hear what you like and what you would like to see improved so we can direct these resources
to the right places.
